The following is an outline of how the new uniform will be introduced: 

 1: As from the beginning of Term 2 This year, any children enrolling at our school will be required to 

  wear the new uniform.  (Polo shirt, Polo Fleece and Skort or short with navy socks and black shoes 

or   sandals) 

 2: Year 6 Pupils this year are not required to purchase the new uniform unless they wish to do so. 

 3: Year 5 Pupils will be required to wear the new Polo Shirt as from next year, but not the   

  fleece—unless they wish to do so. 

 4: All other children will be required to wear the new uniform by the beginning of Term 2, 2012. 

 5: The new school uniform consists of: 

   Polo Shirt  $36.00   Skorts Size 4—10 $35.00 Size 12-18 $38.00 

   Polo Fleece $55.00   Shorts $35.00 

  These items will be available for purchase from the school office at the beginning of Term 2. 

 

We are all very excited about the new uniform as are all the children who have seen it.  The Pekerau kids are

MESSAGE FROM THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

Welcome to another year of learning. 
 

The school year is off to a flying start with us moving through the weeks quickly 

and more children coming to enrol at our fabulous school.  
 

A   requirement   of   the   BOT  is to  ensure  that our school  remains a  safe 

environment for all those that make use of it.  
 

In recent times there have been growing concerns about the behaviour of parents 

and caregivers who drive their children to school.  
 

Our driveway often becomes a congested place with vehicles and young children 

all trying to get into and out of school twice a day in a short time period.  
 

To assist parents to navigate the drop off and pick up system, there will be some 

changes over the next few weeks aimed at making things safer for everyone.  
 

It is hoped that with a few small changes and a lot of cooperation from drivers 
and students, we will avoid any future close calls or worse, a serious injury to a 

student.  
 

We ask that parents and caregivers take care and are considerate to others when 

using the driveway.  
 

Please drive slowly, 10-20 km/h is the maximum speed we expect of any vehicle 

using the driveway.  
If you are dropping a child off and going to class with them, please park your car 

in the car-parks provided or out on the roadside.  
 

Leaving your car in the driveway  while you take your  child to their class only 

adds to congestion and frustration of other users. 
 

Please keep the car spaces free that are marked to be used by our children with 

disabilities.  
 

When crossing Te Rahu Road  we also  ask that you use the   controlled crossing  
when accompanying your child into School. 
 

When collecting your child, please walk them to your car or collect them by the 
curb side on the street. Calling children to cross the driveway, or road, while 

there are lots of other cars moving nearby can be hazardous. Children below the 

age of 10 years have  not fully  developed the  skills to judge the  speed and   
distance of moving vehicles and this can lead to tragic consequences. 
 

Have you  considered using  the rear access  to the school  from  Cambridge 
Road, or Cameron Ave? 
 

We are hopeful that a little bit of effort on the part of everyone will make our 
driveway a safe place. If there  is no improvement and the risk to  students in 

particular continues, the BOT will have no choice but to close the driveway to all 
traffic immediately before and after school.
